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Christ the King Sunday
November 19 & 22, 2020

TODAY’S WORSHIP - God expected the kings he set over his people to lead them
gently with godly words and actions. Instead they used the people for their own
purposes. God promised to intervene. In the Old Testament lesson, God says, “I
will place over them one shepherd, my servant David.” David, dead for almost
four centuries at the time, is a reference to the Son of David, our Lord Jesus
Christ, who would be the perfect Shepherd-King. The Gospel account displays
the King of the Jews and King of kings. Jesus successfully paid the debt his
subjects owed so that we might know true freedom. With his death on the cross
our King began to reign over his kingdom of believers.
